1. Painting and cleaning at Mokoena’s house in Rhulani Village (Julesburg) @ 9am. 
Mokoena is disabled and uses a wheelchair. In partnership with GTM, the Corporative 
Governance, Human Settlement and Traditional Affairs (COGSTA) secured sponsorship 
to build a house for Mokoena who lives in a one room shack.   

2. Donation of tablets and study guides at Modipe High School in Mothomeng Village from 
12am. The team will also motivate learners. The delegation will be led by Municipal 
Manager Thapelo Matlala supported by officials and residents.    

3. Donation of wheelchairs and groceries at Sasekani Village from 10am.  The Mayor will 
handover wheelchairs and groceries to Tronny Mnisi (35) and Eliah Mnisi (33). The two 
disabled adults do not have wheelchairs and they have been living indoors for over 
eighteen years.  

4. Painting and repairs at Sebone Primary School at Mokgoloboto Village @ 9H00 am.  

5. Handover of bicycles to school children at Lephephane Golden Aces Sports Grounds 
@10H00 am. 

6. Cleaning of Mulati Library @ 9am. 

7. Cleaning and painting of Angel’s home at Mulati Village from 9am. 

8. Building of a toilet for Confidence Mailula at Makhubidung from 9am. Confidence is a 
person living with disability. She is wheelchair bound and requires a special toilet.  

9. Replace electrical cables Letaba Aftercare School for the disabled from 9am.  

10. Ploughing of field at Yingisani School for the deaf.   

11. GTM residents are invited to join in and participate in the GTM cleaning up campaign in
